Organ Project Update 
Exciting progress is continuing to be made on our Organ 
Project! Delivery of the new instrument is now expected 
in mid- to late-November or possibly early December.  
While it’s a little later than first planned, our anticipation 
only grows as we look forward to hearing it fill our 
sanctuary with music. As of October 22, we’ve raised 
$307,931.84 of our $330,660 goal, which 
includes $80,000 from Endowment—thank 
you to all who have given so generously! 
We’re still accepting donations through The 
Mair Alsgaard Memorial Organ Fund, and 
every contribution brings us closer to the finish line. 

The handout last week at 3rd Sunday Sharing mentioned 2 
books for reference.  Both are now on the bookshelves in 
Williams Hall, next to the signout sheet – Walk in Love by  
Gunn & Shobe; The Episcopal Way by Law & Spellers.
