tradition, we sometimes talk about these ways of knowing God and
understanding our lives of faith as a “three-legged stool” made up of
Scripture, Tradition, and Reason. Scripture grounds us, tradition connects us to generations of
Christians who have gone before us, and reason helps us engage both faithfully in our own time
and place.
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This summer we're leaning into a broader experience of our tradition in a couple of senses.

One change is that we’ll be trying on the approved-for-use “expansive language” version of our Eucharistic
Prayer A. According to the Standing Commission on Liturgy and Music, “Expansive language seeks to tell as
much truth about God as we can, utilizing the full range of language available to us. It does not displace
traditional language for God, but uses additional metaphors. Of course, no human language can contain God.
Even so, our theologies of creation, Incarnation, and Resurrection affirm that the material world, including
language, is a means to understand God in a more faithful way.”

That sounds wonderful, and it is. | will also note that for those of you who know our liturgies well, some of
these adjustments are quite small and easy to stumble over if you are not paying attention. | actually think that
is one of the gifts of expansive language: when only a word or phrase changes, our attention is naturally drawn
there.

Women Journeying Together has spent the Easter season looking at early Christian writings that are not a part
of the Bible; it has been interesting and informative, and it has inspired the books out on the Feature Shelves
this month. There have been many writers on spiritual topics and on Christian beliefs and practices through
the past 2000 years. | have pulled out many of them for you to peruse during May and June.

The writings this month are in a variety of forms. There are a few that are the complete work of an author, but
most of them are collections of excerpts from famous works that include an introduction to the writer,
excerpts of their work, and often reflection questions for the reader. £ 8

Complete works include Eusebius’ The History of the Church (to the 400’s AD), Pilgrim’s g Png}HREIM'S

Progress (in modern English) by John Bunyan, The Complete English Works of George Herbert PROGRESS |
(mostly poetry, but also includes The Country Parson), The Way of a Pilgrim, and The Complete | iz |
Works of E.M. Bounds on Prayer.

The compilations of writers come in many forms. Two books | especially like are Richard H. k)l

Schmidt’s God Seekers (2000 years of Christian writing) and Glorious Companions, which bl
e ate st focuses mainly on Anglican/Episcopal writers since the Reformation. For each

inclusion he writes first about the writer and then provides short outtakes from several of

their works. A quick and easy introduction to some of the finest Christian writings through the

ages. Other compilations include The Early Christians in their Own Words by Eberhard Arnold,

and Spiritual Classics and Devotional Classics, both from Richard Foster; these books include

study and reflective questions along with excerpts from each author’s work. .. .

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Another interesting series is the “Armchair Theologians” series. These books tell the story of
theologians across the ages, explaining the background against which they are writing, and
giving us some understanding of what the theologians are trying to get across to the public; the
books also include some lovely cartoons. Out on the shelves are Augustine for Armchair
Theologians, Aquinas, the Reformation (several theologians in this one), Karl Barth, and
Bonhoffer. If you’re familiar with the names and would like to know a bit about who they were
and what they thought, this is a good series that won’t take you too deep yet make their
thought understandable.

Finally, there are some “stand alone” books that relate to some of the topics covered by the
various writers. Great Harry (about Henry VIIl) and First Elizabeth, both by Carolly Erickson, are
biographies of two people who greatly influenced our Anglican/Episcopal heritage. And Phyllis
Tickle takes an overview look of Christianity in her books, The Great Emergence and
Emergence Christianity. Fascinating stuff!

I hope you will enjoy yourself over the next couple of months, learning about how we got here,
2000 years after Jesus’ resurrection, and enjoying the possibilities offered in the various books.

Church History in Three Minutes (or Less)
by Eric Carlson

Physically and liturgically, Episcopal churches are quite similar to Catholic ones.
But one very obvious difference, a direct consequence of the Reformation, is the
absence in many (such as St. John’s) of statues, paintings, or stained-glass
windows representing God and saints. This is due to the legacy of 16™"-century
interpretation of Exodus 20: 4-5: “Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven
image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth
beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. Thou shalt not bow down
thyself to them, nor serve them...”

In the late-8t™ century, Christian leaders resolved a long-running, raucous debate over images by concluding
that the Bible banned only a specific type: images that were worshipped. John of Damascus argued that God
had created the human form of Jesus to be an image of God to help us understand God. This provided a lawful
model for images: they were not gods to be worshipped, but aids for Christians to draw closer to God. Saints’
images were reminders of people who were close to God and who provided examples for us. In a time before
widespread literacy and access to the Bible, images were (in the words of Pope Gregory |) “books of the
unlearned.” By the 16™ century, this teaching had been warped and people commonly attributed powers to
images and placed faith in them, rather than in God; seeking miracles and manipulating nature by praying to
images became more important than faith and morality.

Martin Luther believed that this problem could be addressed by education about the right use of images, but
more aggressive reformers argued that people were weak and would inevitably misuse images; the only safe
path was to remove them entirely, much as it’s better for the parents of small children to lock away sharp
knives rather than rely on teaching children not to touch them. This was the path taken legally in the English
Reformation. Statues were easy to remove, but images in windows often remained because parishes couldn’t
afford to replace the glass. The most common images were painted directly onto interior walls, which were
whitewashed and painted over with texts like the Ten Commandments. As new Anglican/Episcopal churches
were built in later years, plain windows and walls became common. Where there are images, they are now
usually illustrations of Biblical episodes.
